Sufism-

based ahlusunnah waljamaah Islamic boarding school is located in the Jagad mahasiswa Alimussirry 

Surabaya student boarding school. There are similarities used by the sunan Bonang and Jagad im 

Alimussirry boarding schools in preaching so that they become research. This type of research is a 

qualitative research method.

Meditation, riyadhoh is one of the ways in the 

Sunan Bonang congregation.  

Meditation, riyadhoh can be likened to 

remembrance. meditation is the effort, effort, to 

increase spiritual perfection. When doing 

meditation and riyadhoh must be able to control 

the heart so that the wandering of feelings, 

thoughts and permanence become one. 

Meditation or riyadhoh is a way to rid yourself 

of the old program that is still attached to this 

live cassette tape. Third, if the remembrance 

done has been truly perfect, that is wishful 

thinking, thought and illusion has vanished, then the 

mind of the remembrance survives.. 

Tariqah used by sunan bonang can be seen from the 

method used to educate his santri namely sunan 

kalijaga, which is doing meditation or meditating on 

the river accompanied by the wirid of Allahu 

Allahu, bathing repentance or bathing purifying 

oneself which continued reading the Qur'an seven 

times khatam without stopping in one time, buried 

alive and doing certain wirid. 

Jagad 'Alimussirry Islamic Boarding School can 

actually be said as a tariqat institution that revives  

Sufism practices in the millennial era by examining 

various theories of Sufism and other profane 

sciences as supporters in order to materialize Kamil. 

The da'wah model used by Jagad' Alimussirry 

Islamic Boarding School (PPJA) is build Islamic 

boarding schools based on alumni based ahlusunnah 

wal jamaah. To be able to be graduated by the santri 

after completing the non-formal bachelor and 

master's program, the santri must perform the 

tirakatan, riyadhoh which is arranged in the 

curriculum of the Amariqat Jagad Alimussirry 

(TJA) and which is in accordance with the vision 

and purpose of the Jagad 'Alimussirry Islamic 

Boarding School .
